Stillorook Lodge's main aim is to provide quality Montessori education in the
Bournemouth area for children aged 3 -12. Dr Maria Montessori, who founded the
Montessori method of education in 1905 in Italy used nature in the school environment
to meet the needs of the child. The Montessori method which has proved successful all
over the world is child -centred and children are encouraged, with the assistance of
teachers known as Directors and  Directresses, to learn independently and at their own
pace.

Opening In Bournemouth in January 2010, Stillorook Lodge will be the first Montessori
primary school in Dorset. Set in the grounds of The Knole, a mansion built in 1873 , the
Annex has two entrances, one in Moorland Road and the other in Knole Road. We are
